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* There is a dearth of surveys on the health of
adolescents in the United States, both self-
reported and parent-reported.

* Surveys which rely on parental report for
adolescent health have greater
measurement error on items parents are
less knowledgeable about.

* Few adolescent self-reported health
surveys are linked to robust parent-
reported data.

* Permission rate (parents): 65%
* Higher for Sample Child in-person interviews

* Half give permission to e-mail and/or text

* Survey submission rate (teenagers): 38%
 Higher among those receiving e-mails

* Median interview length: 16 minutes

* Completion rate: 96%
 Average item non-response: 0.45%
* Half submit answers within 7 days
